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As of Today, The State of Massachusetts has not lifted the ban on outdoor activities.  The Town of Dudley encourages Residents to continue to follow the state guidelines in regards to outdoor activities. 

While temperatures are dropping, possible risk of Eastern Equine Encephalitis (EEE) remains, parents and guardians that choose to allow children to participate in outdoor activities after 6PM are strongly encouraged to take basic precautions against exposure to mosquitoes.
The state Department of Public Health (DPH) has identified several such precautions, including:
~Limit exposed skin by wearing long sleeves, long pants and socks when outdoors.
~Wear an Effective Insect Repellent when Outdoors.  According to DPH, use a repellent with an EPA-registered ingredient, such as DEET (N, N-diethyl-m-toluamide), permethrin, picaridin (KBR 3023), or oil of lemon eucalyptus {p-methane 3, 8-diol (PMD} or IR3535).  Always, follow the manufacturer’s instructions for use on the product label.  DEET products should not be used on infants under two months of age and should be used in concentrations of 30% or less on older children.  Oil of lemon eucalyptus should not be used on children under three years of age.
