Water and Sewer Commissioner Board Minutes of July 10, 2019

Jay called the meeting to order at 6:30pm.

71 Dudley Oxford Road: Keith Rudzinski is looking for permission for a new connection into the water line.  Scott Z made a motion approve and Robert Sullivan seconded the motion, passed unanimously.  Jay advised to Keith to stay in touch with George regarding the Building Permit for this location and connection fees and such.

Spruce Street Proposed Development: Conrad Allen presented a map showing that Spruce Street is a paper street which connects Mill Street and Green Street.  He is looking to propose six single family homes to be constructed and wanted to check and be sure that he would be able to tie in to the town water sewer.  He is just in the preliminary stages.  Discussion occurred and George stated that they should be able to support six single family homes.  Advised the next steps to getting this all approved.

Review of Superintendent’s job description:  Scott Z stated that he has sent out a revised job description to all Board Members to review with the intent to move away from having an interim Superintendent to a permanent one.  Discussion occurred regarding how the posting process would go.  It was decided that it would be placed on the Agenda for the meeting in August so that they may work on finishing it up and move it forward to start the hiring process.

New Administrative Assistant:  4 applicants applied for the position internally, 1 withdrew and 3 were interviewed.  1 person was recommended by the Personnel Board and the Interim Superintendent supported the recommendation.  Scott Z made a motion to accept the Personnel Board and Superintendent’s recommendation for hiring of the candidate recommended at same pay as the current administrative assistant.  Robert seconded the motion and a vote was taken and all voted in favor.

Pool Meter Policy:  George stated he would like to dismiss the current pool meter policy as it is not cost effective.  Scott Z made a motion to eliminate the pool meter policy program as it stands, Robert seconded the motion and it passed unanimously.

Union Positions:  George stated that positions that are currently listed for the Water/Sewer department are outdated and that the duties and responsibilities have changed.  The state mandates that you must be licensed in order to run the plant or do any type of testing.  The job classifications need to be changed and updated and the Union would need to be updated in the descriptions as well.  Robert stated the they would need to make the union contracts to be in agreement with what the state is mandating. 

Water and Sewer Reports:  
Sewer Report:  The manhole project in front of the Fire Station has been completed and the meter readings have started.

Water Report:  The main station test wells, 5 done, 3 approved and preliminary results look very well.  Station 3 well aiming to come on line in the Fall.  Tighe and Bond meeting to begin the process of the loan proposal for the state.  Some of the proposed projects are Revamping Station 1, Station 3 Tanks and piping and working on lines from Mason Road to June Street and all laterals then crossing Dudley Oxford Road to Mason Road Extension.  George explained of an ongoing issue at Station 3 which is a cracked ball valve coupling which services both tanks.  Discussion ensued regarding the issue and rectifying the issue.  

Scott Z made a motion to adjourn and Robert seconded the motion.  Meeting adjourned at 7:50pm.
