A. Meeting Minutes  
a. Mr. Edmiston moved to approve the minutes of December 12, 2018. Seconded by Mr. Benoit.

B. Annual Report for Fiscal Year 2018 

a. Mr. Johnson is preparing the Annual Report to include the permit fees collected, two new subdivisions, 
one solar array permitted, one solar array denied, community development grant, members resigned and 
appointed.  He will try to have a first draft prepared for the February 9 meeting. 

C. Discussion on finishing construction of, and acceptance of, uncompleted/unaccepted subdivision 

streets 
a. Pierpont Estates – Graves Engineering submitted an updated engineer’s opinion and cost estimate, 

releasing the $5,000 for wetland replication. Mr. Cerqueira would like to table the construction cost 
estimate to the next meeting. Mr. Cerqueira asked about the number of trees that would have to be 
planted. The Planning Board advised Mr. Cerqueira to document the current number of trees, ask that 
Graves Engineering to verify number and re-evaluate bond for next meeting. 

b. Country View – Developer is willing to do repairs to the road.  
c. Tobin – the Board of Selectmen agreed to allow the painting of a line on the side of the road to designate a 

walking area in lieu of constructing sidewalks.

a. CMRPC grant request has been awarded and increased to $67,000 for the Webster and Dudley
