2. Monthly bacteria samples have come back clean
3. Repaired hydrant at Dudley Middle School
4. Replaced hydrant at Airport Rd/Nelco Ave (hit by car insurance claim)
5. Dug services at 8 Hall Rd and 2 Raymond St
6. Trimmed and treated entire area around bates tank and overflow area
7. Assisted Dudley Charlton School Department with digging test holes at high school
8. Finished retrofitting Station #3 with new day tank, chlorine tank, re-plumbing of chemical pumps and accessories
9. Installed new GPM totalizer in Station #6 (used to compete usage)
10. Received set of plans for Butlers Way subdivision (off of Jaybee Ave) 3.3 acre parcel to include 6 houses
11. Scott, Jen, and myself met with Jon Ruda regarding Jen’s added work schedule and how to compensate her.  He has a new hire in works and will check on how to legally compensate Jen
12. Received DEP permit application package on PFAS Interim water main, also bid package has gone out to advertising for a bid opening on Sept 22, 2020
13. Lead and Copper test sties have been approved but only part of materials survey worksheet is done.  Outside engineering contractor is going to be needed to perform full water distribution system survey per DEP

17. Finished water meter repairs and installations put in approx. 150 full water meters in 20 days

4. Finished Phase 1 work at Eisenhower Drive Sewer Pump Station (installed hatch, riser and grading of land area, loom and sand
5. Assisted with installing sewer extra meters and some water meters
6. New generator at Lakeview Ave is in full operation and has been in operation during power failure
7. New generator for Lyons Road Pump Station is ready to be ordered (have 3 quotes)
8. Projects coming up: cement pad at Lyons Road Station and at sewer garage for new wide side door to be installed later in September or early October
